In 

addition, the contest winners will be invited to march in the Elmhurst Memorial Day Parade 

on Monday, May 29 and be recognized by the City Council on Monday, June 5. Posters will 

be displayed at the museum throughout the summer months, and winning entries will be 

exhibited at Elmhurst City Hall.
